Senator Rockefeller has stood side-by-side with employees and families in Ravenswood, dating back two decades to the time of the lock out.  He knows how important your contributions have been to the success of the aluminum industry in West Virginia, and how important these jobs are to the community.  He is baffled by Century Aluminum’s decision to eliminate your health insurance.  That is why Senator Rockefeller has taken the following actions:
Contacted Century Aluminum CEO Directly

This week, Senator Rockefeller contacted Century Aluminum President and CEO Logan Kruger directly to express his opposition to the elimination of health care for retirees who are both under and over the age of 65.
Sent Letters to Century Aluminum CEO
In October 2009, Senator Rockefeller sent a letter to Logan Kruger in which he opposed the company’s decision to eliminate health insurance for post-65, Medicare-eligible retirees and further explained the devastation that this will cause for retirees and their families.

In December 2010, Senator Rockefeller sent another letter to Logan Kruger in which he opposed the company’s decision to eliminate health insurance for pre-65 retirees.  He further urged the company to reconsider its decision to not participate in the Early Retiree Reinsurance Program (ERRP).  ERRP is a $5 billion program that was created as part of the health reform law to help companies maintain coverage for retirees age 55 and older who are not yet eligible for Medicare.  This week, Senator Rockefeller again pressed Mr. Kruger to consider using the funds available to the company through the ERRP.
Met with Company Officials in Ravenswood 

In January 2009, Senator Rockefeller met directly with Logan Kruger and other company officials in Ravenswood to discuss the future of the plant and find solutions to keep the plant open.  Senator Rockefeller also wrote letters to Logan Kruger, then-President of Appalachian Power Dana Waldo, and then-nominee to be U.S. Trade Representative Ron Kirk to find ways to help the company remain in operation, secure jobs, and help the industry succeed.
